Sie werden normalerweise von einem zweiten Verb in der Base Form gefolgt.

Bsp: I can swim well.

Sie konnen nur in der Present Tense stehen, in allen anderen Tenses miissen sie durch andere
Formen ersetzt werden. Die Ersatzformen konnen auch in der Present Tense verwendet

werden (gehobener Stil).
AuBerdem gibt es sie nur in der Simple Form (ohne ,,ing*)
